Rules and Policies

Membership:
Yearly membership fees are due by the first class day in January.  This is a separate fee from the registration fee. You must be a member to be enrolled in classes at 3TI. 
Payments/Billing:
See payment policy sheet. 
Uniforms:
T & T girls must wear a one piece leotard. Gymnastic/Cheerleading shorts may be worn over leotards. Cheer wear is athletic shorts and snug shirt or leotard with cheer shoes. Boys may wear athletic shorts and a snug shirt. Socks or trampoline shoes are required for trampoline and Double-mini.
Withdrawals:
A withdrawal form must be submitted 30 days in advance if you withdraw your child from class. You are responsible for monthly payment until we receive the withdrawal form. We understand that situations and interests may change, but this helps us keep a consistent class number if we have advance notice of drops.

Make-ups:
 No credits or refunds will be given for classes not attended. We do not guarantee make-up classes. Your child can attend another class to make up for the one missed. However, classes are limited on the # of participants, so there is no guarantee that one will be available. You must call in advance for a makeup class.

Valuables:
Valuable items should not be brought into the gym. 3TI will not be responsible for lost or stolen items. Please check the lost and found box before you leave the gym. The lost & found will be taken to Christians in Action on a regular basis..
Holidays:
Holidays include: New Years, Spring Break (N.L.), Good Friday, Memorial Day, July 4th, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Break(N.L.), and Christmas Break (N.L.). No make up classes for holidays or prorated months.
Class Cancellations: 
If a class is cancelled by 3TI for other reasons a makeup will be scheduled. You must attend that makeup class to be guaranteed one. All other make-ups depend upon space available.
Food:
All food and drinks are to be kept in lobby area. Gum is unsafe and is not allowed during class times.

Classes:
All classes will begin with a warm up on the cheer floor. Please do not drop off children more than 5 minutes before class time. Students should be picked up promptly after their class is dismissed. Children can not ride the bus if they are in a 5:00 class. A child may not be dropped off early for a class. 3TI will not be responsible for children that arrive early.
Visitors:
Visitors may sit in the parent room. There are no parents, and/or visitors including siblings allowed in the gym area. Please do no talk to, coach or otherwise distract children during class. Distractions could result in serious injury.

Drugs:
The use or possession of drugs or alcohol on 3TI premises or in association with 3TI is strictly prohibited. Anyone found in violation will no longer be allowed to participate in any gym function associated with 3TI.

Participation:
All participants must be registered with 3TI in order to participate in classes or use any equipment. A waiver of liability must be signed by the parent or legal guardian only, prior to student’s participation. 

Equipment: 
No one is allowed on any of the equipment without an instructor present. Anyone violating this rule will receive a warning and their parents notified. If this rule is violated again, the student will be asked to sit out of class. The missed class will not be made up. Any further infractions may result in cancellation of the students’ enrollment at 3TI. This is for the safety of everyone involved. 

Foam Pit:
No diving, stomach entires or headfirst entries allowed. The pit is 2 ½ feet deep with a trampoline bottom, and is not safe for horse play or improper entries. Students must always have direct supervision when using the pit, and it is required that they stay above the pit foam so that instructors are able to see them. No digging or burying mats or bringing food or foreign objects into the pit.  Absolutely no jewelry is allowed in the pit. Shoes, socks and trampoline shoes should be removed before entry into the pit. Please do not pull off the pit blocks or take bites out of them. This creates pit dust and is not safe for ingesting. Pulling apart pit foam blacks is considered destructive behavior & will receive disciplinary measures from the instructor.
Inclement Weather:
Classes will only close when the schools let out early or are closed for the entire day. A make-up class will be scheduled when 3TI closes the classes.
